Finally,
the proliferation of counterfeit products and/or illegal generic products is a topic of growing concern for CropLife Africa Middle
East.

CropLife Africa Middle East is committed to offering innov ative technologies to African agriculture through crop protection and
biotechnology products, as a guarantee for productivity and food security, thus contributing to poverty reduction and improving
the livelihoods of the populations. The recent food crisis with the resuting increase in the price of commodities which primarily
hit Sub-Saharan Africa confirms the needfor engaging important investments in technological solutions for agriculture in Africa.

Howev er the increasing prolif eration of counterfeited products and the illegal trade of pesticides in recent years seriously threat-
ens the healh, the environrment and the economy of the affected countries as well as the industry represented by Crop Life.
These threats require strong cooperation and concerted actions by all stakeholders involved in the management of pesticides
and agricultural policies.

The West and Central Africa hub is pleased to welcome in Doula, Cameroon, thefirst annual workshop of our regional organisa-
tion, CropLife Africa Middle East. This workshop aims at sensitizing participants on the needs for cooperation between the ad-
ministration and the industry and to engage in activ ities for “Effective Communication to Fight Counterf eiting and Enhance Stew-
ardship”. The workshop will debate on the mission of the industry through its core messages, on the support to “Better Regula-
tions” and Food Safety, on stewardship activities and training to improve the prof essionalism of the supply chain. The debates
will try and fav our the dialogue with all stakeholders in order to define concrete measures tofight against counterfeiting of pesti-
cides and to promate intellectual propery to secure investments in innovative technologies.

STEWARDSHIP

Chers lecteurs,

C’est pour moi un plaisir d'av oir rejoint récemment le Comité Exécutif de CropLife Africa Middle East, en tant que Vice Président
et d’av oir pris en méme temps la présidence du Hub Afrique de I'Ouest et du Centre. Je retrouv e ainsi des préoccupations et
des activités que javais connues ily a 10 ans, quand j'exergais quelques responsabilités au sein de Uniphyto en Céte d'lvoire.
10 ans plus tard, il est intéressant de constater que, alafois, peu et beaucoup de choses ont changé.

Parmi les sujets qui sont toujours d’actualité et qui constituent une priorité pour Crop Life, on peut citer 'harmonisation des
sy stemes d’homologation au sein de la sous région. Force est de constater que des progres limités ont été accomplis dans ce
domaine, malgré les nombreux séminaires et réunions sur ce théme. Sur les sujets de la gestion des stocks de produits périmés
et de laformation des agriculteurs et des distributeurs pour une utilisation raisonnée et sire des produits de protection des plan-
tes (stewardship), des efforts importants ont été consertis et des progres significatifs peuvent étre obser és, mass il reste beau-
coup a faire. 1l est enfin un point qui a pris une importance croissante dans les préoccupations de Crop Life en Afriqgue de
I'Ouest et du Centre, c’est la prolifération des produits contrefaits et/ou des produits génériques illégaux.

CropLife Africa Middle East est engagée a offrir a I'agriculture africaine des solutions technologiques innovantes dans le do-
maine des produits de la protection des plantes et des biotechnologies, gage de productivité agricole afin d’assurer la sécurité
alimentaire, et contribuer ainsi a la réduction de la pauvreté et al'amélioration des condiions de vie des populations.

Koffi Yeboué, Gisele Etoundi, Joseph Obagwu and Coppeifield Banini attended the train-
ing. They are currently master trainers facilitating ToT sessions in the WCA hub. They will now conduct training for other train-
ers and stakeholders in pairs, Y eboué and Etoundi for the Francophone countries and Obagwu and Banini for the Anglophone

countries.

STRENGTHENING NATIONAL ASSOCIATIONS

CropLife Nigeria held its General Assembly Meeting, reviewing the 2008 activities and 2009 Action Plans. It was agreed that in
2009 eff orts will be concentrated on the following key result areas:

* Stewardship and Sustainable Agriculture

* Training on IPM/RU - 5 sessions in cooperation with the National Agency for Food, Drug Administration and Control
(NAFDAC).

- Obstocks — involvement in the ASP, Nigeria through the appointment of a Technical Adviser, Disposal (TAD) in coopera-
tion with the NIRAS, Denmark.

* Regulations - meeting with NAFDAC to streamline procedures for product re-registration.

* Anti-counterfeiting - appointment of a Liaison Committeefor collaboration with NAFDAC

Alliances - cooperation with IFDC on National Agro Dealer Support Project (NADS) through agro-input dealer credit guar-
antees scheme and NADS innovative Input Market Competition.

* Strengthening and Sustainability - two new memberships admitted to CropLife Nigeria, namely Green Petals Nigeria Ltd
and Gongoni Nigeria Ltd.

IPR'S / ANTI-COUNTERFEITING - Cote d’lvoire

CropLife Cote dlvoire and the Department of Crop Protection and Department of Crop Production of the Ministry of Agriculture
held a meeting on 3 March 2009 to finalise the establishment of an Anti-Counterfeiting Committee. This meeting was a follow
up on the previous meetings on the implementation of policies to combat counterfeiting and illegal trade of pesticides in the

country.
The meeting discussed thefollowing issues:

. Activities and Funding

. Organisation/Structure of the committee

. Communication, Sensitization and Awareness creation campaigns

The next meeting scheduled for April will seek the participation of major stakeholders such as the Ministries of Commerce, In-
dustry, Interior, Justice, the intellectual properny sewice, customs, police and farmer based organisations.

CropLife International IPM Master Trainer Program —  Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, 16 — 20 March

Participants of the IPM Master TrainerProgram together with Mr. Fikre Markos,

CroplLife International has developed a patrtici-
patory training course on the Introduction to
Integrated Pest Management (IPM) for pattici-
pants with insufficient knowledge of IPM.

The course has the overall objective of provid-
ing an understanding of IPM concepts and prin-
ciples, and provides an overview of the compo-
nents of IPM and howthey are related and inter-
linked .

During the course, participants explore the dif-
ferent elements of each component by selecting
local crops to use as examples. In addition there
are sessions on heath and safety, and the envi-
ronment. The target audience for the course is
agricultural extension officers and pesticide re-
tailers / agro dealers.

To initiate this roll-out in the East and Southern Africa Region, a training course was held for Master Trainers from southern,

eastern and western Africa at the Desalegne Hatel, Addis Ababa, Ethiopia

In the opening ceremony participants were welcomed by Les Hillowitz, Area Coordinator for East and Southern Africa. The
course was dfficially opened by Mr. Fikre Markos, Deputy Director for Animal and Plant Health Regulatory Directorate, repre-

senting His Excellency the State Minister of Agriculure.

Zambia

CropLife Zambia, created in 2004from the Zambia Agrochemicals Association, has a membership of 24 participants in thev ari-
ous categories. During 2008 CropLife Zambia made a number of positve changes through conducting two “Training of Trainers”
workshops and is at the advanced stage of organizing an additional one for later this month. The Association has also estab-
lished a secretariat and is in partnership discussions with local NGOs on the training of field officers involved in extension and
spray ing sevices.

Last y ear, CropLife Zambia with the support from USAID-Profit, conducted a training of trainers’ workshop for member compa-
nies. The training was conducted by Mr. Herman Louw, an accredited CropLife trainer.

The objectiv e of the training was to equip the distributors/agents with the knowledge and skills to train the field service providers
and general customers in the saf e handling of pesticides as well as effective application for better resulits.

The training covered the following topics:

Scouting

Understanding the pesticide label

Classffication of pesticides

Buy ing process of pesticides

Correct use of personal protective equipment (PPE)
Transporting pesticides

- Storing pesticides

- Preparing f or spray

* Correct practices while working in the field

* What to do after working in the field

- Safety, Health (first aid) and Environmental protection
- Correct disposal of empty pesticide containers

* Basic record keeping

- Training skills

The training was attended by 19 technical staff from various pesticide distribution companies. The member companies, through
the trained technical staff, hav e to date trained in excess of 1700 Spray Service Providers in the different rural communities of
Zambia.

This y ear, CropLife Zambia is arranging for a refresher course to take place during latter part of April, for the trainers who at-
tended the training last y ear. In addition they will also train 30 new trainers, this to take place on 22 - 24 April. This training will
be managed by Herman Louw. The training programme will again be with the full support of USAID-Prdfit.

CropLife Zambia recently entered into partnership discussions with CARE International, Zambia Branch to provide similar train-
ing requirements to famers supported by CARE International. We anticipate that the trainings and certification will be up and
running by end June 2009.
