Government Indemnifies Holders of Obsolete Pesticd es

CleanFams Kenya is a project being led by CropLife Kenya in close collaboration with the Ministry of Agriculture and Keny a
Farmers Association to discover the extent of obsolete pesticides in the country and to subsequently reduce risks from these
stocks by transferring them to safe storage. Kenya farmers and others holding obsolete and unwanted pesticides are being
encouraged to register their unwanted pesticides with the CleanFams project by the end of November. Those doing so are
being indemnfified by the Ministry of Agriculture against the cost of dispasal of these stocks in the future and will be provided
during next y ear with an opportunity to hand over these unwanted products to the Ministry for safeguarding and ultimate safe
disposal. Funding and of the CleanFams Keny a project comes from the companies funding CropLife International’s Obsolete
Stocks Programme andfoms part of industry’s commitment to the Africa Stockpiles Programme. Similar projects are underway
in Malawi, Ghana and Cameroon.

Anti-Counterfeiting Mission Yemen

At the North Africa & Middle East Hub Meeting in November 2008 it was agreed that the Obsolete Stocks Programme would
support CropLife Yemen in verifying counterfeit stocks in Yemen as well as raising the level of awareness in their country in
order to preventfurther accumulation.

Vis Moodley, a consulting technical advisor based in South Africa and Getachew Cherinet of CropLife Ethiopia were tasked with
undertaking a mission to Yemen during July 2009. Dr Ahmed Elaghil of CropLife Yemen made all the local arrangements in
terms of logistics, meetings with the appropriate authoriies, store visits with counterfeit pesticides, press and media cov erage
ending with a public seminar including all interested and affected patties.

Meetings were held with the Deputy Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation together with Director General of Plant Protection and
Managers from the Pesticide Monitoring and Inspection division in Sana’a, Taiz and Ammran. Confiscated counterf eit pesticides

were witnessed in these 3 regions.

Public Seminar Panel Discussion

The mission was concluded with a public seminar to raise the level of awareness and to discuss the issues surrounding
counterfeit pesticides

From discussions held at thevarious Ministry offices and from the Deputy Minister down to officials at local level, everyone was
aware of the presence of smuggled and counterfeit pesticides in the country. Approximately 150 tonnes of counterfeited or
smuggled pesticides have been confiscated by the authorities in Yemen. Forty five different products were checked. These
included: 24 smuggled, 13fake/ imitation, 9 banned, 3 unregistered.

The Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation hav e beenvery aware of the presence of smuggled and counterfeited pesticides and
now has a pesticide monitoring and inspection team to police outlets and confiscate where necessary. This policing system

does howev er need to be extended to all provinces.

The seminar was a great success in raising the level of awareness of counterfeit pesticides. This will be followed up with a
national campaign to raise awareness to the level of the end user. Government agencies such as Customs, Police, Military,
Trade and Industry, Public Prosecutions, etc will be brought on board to tackle this problem with a unitedf ront.

Counterfeit products that have been confiscated as well as other expired and unusable products will be treated as obsolete

stocks and disposed of responsibly.

This mission has assisted in raising the level of awareness and the negative effects of counterfeit products, both on the

economy, farmers and general public.
