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Participation at the SADC (FANR) Food Safety – Capa city Building on Residue Control 

2nd  Stakeholder Regional Assembly Meeting 

The regional project  on “Food Safety – Capacity Building in Residue Control” was signed between the EU and SADC Secretariat 

on 7 June 2007. The Program Management Unit for the project was established on 17 March 2008 and activities have been taking 
place since that time. 

One of the major activities of the project is to conv ene an annual Regional Stakeholder Assembly for key technical personnel f rom 

Member States and Stakeholders.  This was the second meeting and the f ocus was to discuss project f indings, obtain buy -in f rom 

the Member States on the progress of the Project and project the activities for the following year. Project objectives are: 

*  Strengthening of Food safety regulatory frameworks at national and SADC regional level 

*  Strengthening of regulatory framework f or registration and quality control of crop protection products and v eterinary drugs at 
national and SADC regional level 

*  Strengthening of analytical capability of national and regional laboratories and providing assistance towards accreditation 

*  Enhancement of coordination and communication between national and regional authorities inv olved in the regulatory 
frameworks on SPS relevant issues 

*  Establishment of a network of SPS subject matter specialists and improv ement of public awareness and knowledge of SPS 

issues in the SADC region. 

CLAME, on the strength of the SEARCH Harmonization Initiativ e was invited as an observ er to the meeting. During the meeting the 

Rapporteur covering the regulatory framework for the registration and quality control of crop protection products requested whether 

the SEARCH Application Form could be attached to the minutes. 

It is hoped that stronger ties between the Project and CLAME will follow.

BIOTECHNOLOGY 

South Africa Aims to lead in biotech. 

 

South Af rica aims to be among the leading countries in the biotechnology industry, Science and Technology Minister Naledi Pandor 

said at a workshop recently. "We want to make South Africa one of the top 10 nations in the world in terms of  the pharmaceutical, 

nutraceutical (food that prov ides medical benef its), f lav our, f ragrance and bio-pesticide industries by 2018," she told the national 
biotechnology workshop in Pretoria. 

The Minister said structures had been established across the country to enhance biotechnology research and innovation. All of 

them would soon move to the recently established Technology  Innovation Agency. The agency was expected to allow for an inte-
grated approach for the promotion of innovation, including in biotechnology. It aimed to stimulate the development of technology 

based products, serv ices and enterprises and develop a technology base f or the South African economy. 

Pandor said the initiatives would help the country achieve sev eral important objectives, such as the development of therapies for 

Aids, TB and other diseases. "We all know that the heavy burden of disease in our region gives our search for biotechnology solu-
tions added impetus. The development of research and innov ation platforms and programmes will f acilitate rapid drug discovery, 

which will, we hope, help us produce radical and affordable treatments and cures." 

Another area of focus that had received specific attention was the exploitation of the country's indigenous knowledge to, amongst 
others, dev elop medicine f rom plants. "South Africa is rich in biodiv ersity and the government has initiated programmes for the de-

velopment of medicines based on traditional remedies."

As a forerunner to the Af ricaBio AGM, a Business Brunch was organized and two presentations given. These were titled: 

*  “Bioenergy: Enhancing Agricultural Production and South Africa’s Food Security ”. This presentation was given by Andrew 

Makenete of ABSA Bank.. 

*  “Perceptions of Biotechnology in South Africa”. This presentation was given by Robert Mulder of AMI Strategic Consulting 

and Research.

Le développement de platef ormes et programmes de recherche et 

d’innov ation v a f aciliter la découv erte rapide de médicaments….qui v ont, j’espère, nous aider à produire des traitements et 

cures radicaux bon marché».

f acilitated by Manon Dohmen and the program in Congo and Rwanda by Solof o Raberahona.
